      Choose an English-speaking country and include the following information:

· Map of the country and of its location in the area, continent, etc.
· Flag of the country and flag description
· Capital city

· Most important cities

· Climate

· Longest river

· Highest mountain

· Natural resources 
· Official language(s)

· Currency

· Type of government

· Population (how many million people, ethnic groups, religions)
Choose one of the following topics for your presentation:

· Interesting places to visit, tourist attractions (museums, castles, monuments, national parks, markets, etc.)

· Culture (food, architecture, sports, music, etc.)
· Famous people from the country (from any time in history)

· Flora (plants) and Fauna (wildlife) that are unique to the country.

General Criteria

A well-made and well-organised slideshow requires the following elements: 
- A main title slide at the front of the slideshow.
- Have titles for each slide.
- Each idea in each slide should have at least a sentence description and a picture.

- Use approximately 7-10 slides.
- You should use a balance of text and images!
